Introduction





Here I will comment on how well you have set the essay up: Have you addressed the question? (ATBQ) Have you established a ‘Line-of-argument’? (LoA) Is your LoA evaluative (EEE) and analytical? Have you ‘signposted’ how the argument is going to develop?  Have you divided your arguments into manageable themes? (e.g. PESC) After you have won my confidence (remember the blindfold!), have you managed to capture my imagination?  Am I going to be interested in reading on?





Main Body





Here I will comment on how well you have developed the ideas and arguments outlined in your introduction: Do the paragraphs follow the signposts identified in the introduction? Is each paragraph dealing with a separate theme? Are you PEEing (or better still PEELing) in each of the paragraphs? Is your factual support detailed, precise and relevant? (F>US) Are you successfully avoiding narratives (HCA) and irrelevant tangential escapades?  Are you applying historiographical knowledge where appropriate?  Is the essay well researched?





Conclusion





Good essays do not need elaborate conclusions. If you have got everything else right, the conclusion will have been apparent by the end of the first paragraph. However, have you re-stated your conclusion in an interesting way that leaves the reader wanting more? 





Other Comments and Targets





Here I will make general concluding comments such as: Is this a good effort? Is your approach original? How is your SPG and style? How does this essay compare to your previous attempts? Is there evidence of wider reading? Have you referenced your work and included a proper bibliography?





Normally I will also outline some targets for improvement.
